The rate of Sefton residents aged 18 to 64 admitted to residential and nursing care homes,
has shown overall increases from 2012/13 to 2016/17, Sefton has higher rates of
admissions in four of the five years than seen nationally.

Similarly for those aged 65 and over admitted to residential and nursing care homes, Sefton
rates are considerably higher than those seen nationally. Sefton has seen an overall
increase in rates, compared to reductions seen nationally.

A trend based on historic levels of provision provides a ‘linear’ projection for those aged for
18-64 and 65+ that shows increases in the levels of adult social care service users.
Population based projections (assuming current percentages of the population remains the
same) imply those aged 18-64 may show a slight reduction, yet those aged 65+ will
increase dramatically.

Similarly projections for residential and Nursing home residents in Sefton, show the number
of those aged 65+ will increase considerably (both linear and population based). With
those aged 18-64 showing a slight increase when looking at the linear projections and
remaining stable when comparing the population based projections.
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Adult social care surveys of satisfaction show that, overall more adult social care users
residing in Sefton report they have “as much social contact as they would like”, compared to
the proportions seen nationally. However, trends in Sefton appear to show reducing levels,
but with an increase in the last survey (2016/17)

Domestic Abuse crime rates have shown significant increases over the past five years
across Sefton and Merseyside as a whole, with the Merseyside rates continually being
higher than those seen in Sefton. In December 2015, a new law was passed relating to
controlling or coercive behaviour in intimate or familial relationships. This could be a
possible explanation for the increase in recorded Domestic Abuse crime.

In comparison the rate of Domestic Abuse incidents have reduced in both the Borough and

County, again, Sefton has continually had lower rates than seen across Merseyside.
However, the rate of incidents has continually been higher than the rate of crimes.

The rate of clients supported by Sefton adult social care service with learning disabilities
who are living in stable and appropriate accommodation (including living in their own homes
or with family) has increased over the past five years, with Sefton having higher levels than
those seen national each year.

The rate of clients supported by Sefton adult social care service with learning disabilities
who are in paid employment has overall shown a slight increase across the time period
within Sefton, however, the rates are continually below the rates seen across England.

POPPI and PANSI predict that the rate of people aged 18 and over residing in Sefton with
learning disabilities will remain similar across the next 15 years, and will be similar to the
national rate.

The proportion of the population who are predicted to exhibit Autistic Spectrum Disorders
shows a very slight increase over the next twenty years.

In Sefton - for clients who have any type of service provided by Adult Social Care - some

There are high levels of mental health need in Sefton. Some mental health diagnoses are
recorded by GPs on practice registers. Sefton registers suggest that nearly 10% of adults
have been diagnosed with depression and 1.2% with a severe mental iliness (such as
bipolar, schizophrenia and other psychoses). This equates to approximately 21,230 Sefton
adults with depression and 3,220 with a severe mental illness. The proportion of Sefton
patients on depression and mental health registers has increased in recent years. However,
these are still likely to underestimate mental health conditions in Sefton, given that some of
the population (especially those not in contact with health services) will remain
undiagnosed.

Self-reported measures (GP Patient Survey) suggest that the proportion of residents
experiencing depression and anxiety (15.4%) and long- term mental health problems (6.3%)
are higher than national rates. Similarly the rate of Employment Support Allowance
claimants for mental and behavioural disorders is one and a half times the England rate and
has more than doubled between 2012 and 2016.

Rates of mortality and disease are higher amongst people with mental health problems than
the general population. Sefton’s rate of excess under 75 mortality in adults with serious
mental illness is significantly higher than the England rate; as is Sefton’s suicide rate, which
has doubled from a low of 6.4 per 100,000 in 2007-09 to 12.8 per 100,000 in 2014-16.
Emergency hospital admissions for intentional self- harm have shown overall increases
over the last five years (however, when comparing 2015/16 to 2016/17 there has been a
reduction), Sefton remains significantly higher than the England rate.

Falls pose a significant health risk for older people, ranking as the ninth leading cause of
disability in England. Sefton’s rate of emergency hospital admissions due to falls and rate of
hip fractures in the over 65s are the lowest in the Liverpool City Region. However the rate of
emergency hospital admissions due to falls in over 65s is significantly higher than the
England rate. Emergency hospital admissions due to falls vary across Sefton with higher
rates found in the more deprived wards of south Sefton.

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Almost 2 million people in the UK are living with significant sight loss, 50% of which is
estimated to be avoidable. In Sefton just under 9% of the over 65 population are estimated
to have a serious visual impairment, equating to approximately 5,652 people. Sight loss
certifications have increased considerably in 2016/17, where previously it has remained
around 54 per 100,000 population since 2011/12. However, Sefton has continually been
significantly higher than national rates (with the exception of 2013/14 where it was similar).
Sefton’s latest rate of age related macular degeneration was significantly higher than
England but rates for glaucoma and diabetic eye disease did not differ significantly from
the national and regional rates.
